The identification of modifiable behavioural and socioeconomic risk factors provides actionable information for clinicians, public health practitioners, and policymakers to design targeted prevention strategies. Furthermore, the demonstrated protective effect of rotavirus vaccination supports ongoing immunization programmes and underscores the need for expanded surveillance to guide vaccine policy and antimicrobial stewardship worldwide.
