	Optional/General comments


	The paper focuses on green agricultural production under rural governance, specifically examining how village committees, acting as intermediaries between state policy and farmers, influence farmers’ adoption of green production technologies. Using evolutionary game theory, the study models the strategic interaction between village committees and agricultural producers and investigates the conditions under which cooperative green production emerges or fails.

Major Comment 
1. The evolutionary game framework employed is structurally a standard two-population, binary-strategy replicator model, and many equilibrium outcomes align with established results in governance and environmental games. The main novelty lies in the institutional interpretation of the players rather than in the game structure itself. It would be interesting if authors clarify how the village committee’s intermediary role alters outcomes relative to conventional government–farmer models, and I think this would strengthen the contribution.

2. The identified double-threshold interval for benefit distribution follows directly from satisfying both players’ incentive constraints and is analytically expected in cooperative evolutionary games. The paper would benefit from a clearer discussion of whether this result yields qualitatively new policy insights beyond incentive compatibility. Positioning this finding more explicitly within the existing literature would help assess its novelty and relevance.
3. The introduction emphasizes complex networks and village committees as hubs, yet the formal model is essentially a two-population evolutionary game without explicit network topology. This creates a gap between the conceptual framing and the formal analysis. Either incorporating explicit network structure or clarifying that the network aspect is conceptual rather than formal would improve coherence.
Minor Comments

1. Case 2: ESS points (0, 0) and (1, 1), with parameter assignments satisfying Af + Bf > 0, Av + Bv > 0, and Bf < 0.” To my mind, If Af+Bf>0A_f+B_f>0Af​+Bf​>0 and Bf<0B_f<0Bf​<0, (0,0) stability needs separate conditions; as written it looks contradictory/confusing to readers.

2. Please verify “four stable equilibrium points are obtained: (0, 0),(0, 1),(1, 0), (0, 0)”
3. Phrase: “data from the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs in 2024 show that the adoption rate … is 38.7%”. There is no formal citation (source, report name, URL, or reference entry). In peer review this will be flagged immediately.
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
