	This manuscript contributes to the growing literature on fixed point theory in generalized metric structures by developing an expansive-type framework in double controlled metric type spaces. The results extend several classical expansive principles to a more flexible distance setting governed by two control functions. The introduction of multiple

expansive classes together with a unified inverse-iteration approach provides a systematic treatment that can be useful for researchers working on nonlinear analysis and

generalized fixed point theory. The application to a nonlinear Fredholm integral equation

further demonstrates the potential applicability of the theory beyond abstract settings.
