	The manuscript presents a new expansive fixed-point theory in double controlled metric type spaces, where the distance depends on two control functions. Using surjectivity and an inverse-iteration method, the authors prove existence and uniqueness results for several newly defined classes of expansive mappings, each supported by examples.
