	In this reported clinical case, faced with an emergency situation (loss of vision) in a patient with strong suspicion of giant cell vasculitis, the authors recommend starting treatment (corticosteroid bolus) and performing an 18F-FDG PET scan within the following week. This improves the visual prognosis and provides evidence of vasculitis through the PET scan.
