Nevertheless, the significant age disparity between cancer patients and controls, as well as the lack of cancer type stratification, represent important confounding factors that should be clearly acknowledged and discussed as a study limitation.

, “Turkey post hoc” should be changed to “Tukey post hoc test”.

	Several sections require specific correction. In the introduction, epidemiological data are somewhat repetitive and could be condensed, while the research gap should be stated explicitly. In the Materials and Methods section, the cross-sectional study should be clearly stated. In the results section, the data are presented only in tabular form; however, clarity would be enhanced by the inclusion of graphical representations. In the discussion section, the manuscript would benefit from a dedicated limitation graph addressing age mismatch and cancer heterogeneity.
