	This manuscript tackles a critical psychosocial and clinical hurdle in primary healthcare: the systematic delivery of life-altering medical news. By investigating physicians within the Ministry of Health in Al-Ahsa, the study generates localized evidence vital for regional policy development and the advancement of clinical communication standards in Saudi Arabia. A key contribution is the exploration of the 'hope vs. truth' paradox—with 48% of practitioners fearing that full transparency may diminish patient hope—which provides a foundation for medical educators to adapt communication protocols to Middle Eastern cultural nuances. Finally, by quantifying the emotional toll on clinicians, the research highlights an urgent need for institutional support systems
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	The study provides a striking statistic: 21.9% of physicians give false hopes to terminal patients. This is a critical finding that warrants a deeper exploration in the Discussion section. It likely stems from the reported "fear of patient/relative reaction" (47.5%).
