Materials and Methods

The section is clear, well-organized, and methodologically sound, providing sufficient detail to

ensure reproducibility. Only minor editorial, formatting, and terminology corrections are required.

Suggested Corrections:

• Replace “Agriculture Research Station” with “Agricultural Research Station.”

• Correct spelling to “Sri Ganganagar” (instead of Shriganganagar).

• Replace “TSS:Acidity ratio” with “TSS/acidity ratio.”

• Standardize abbreviations (S.Ed. ± instead of S.Ed ±).

• Correct “number of replication” to “number of replications.”

• Correct “physiochemical” to “physicochemical.”
