	I suggest that the authors delete the paragraphs from the Abstract. I believe that the first and last paragraphs of the Abstract would suffice, while the remaining paragraphs could be included in the Introduction section. However, the authors have yet to indicate how they will proceed with the review.

	Figure 1 and Tables 1 through 7 should be included in the text. Authors should clarify the introduction of tables with their explanation before they appear. For example, Table 1, it is not clear whether it refers to Al Hinai, et al. 2022, or (Danso-Abbeam, et al., 2018. Why do they appear? The authors should clarify the introduction of the tables with their explanation before they appear. For example, Table 1, it is not clear whether it refers to Al Hinai, et al. 2022, or (Danso-Abbeam, et al., 2018. Why do they appear? The same applies to Table 2 and following. Or perhaps the tables are misplaced! For example, Table 1, which refers to cleaning, grading, etc., should perhaps be included in section 2.2, according to the second paragraph. Although the authors present a case study, they could
have indicated the gaps in knowledge on the subject and what suggestions they propose. The conclusion is clear.

	The references include an old one from 1991, possibly those who created the subject and defined its intellectual structure, being the most cited, and all the others are from the 21st century. An expert in the field will be able to say with more accuracy whether or not they are sufficient.
