The statement that slow tourism “solves communities’ economic problems” should be clarify since slow tourism may also contribute to local economies, but framing it as a “solution” is too strong and unlikely supported by literature.

Include Tourist Citizenship Behaviour (TCB) as mention as the underpins model to this study. 

The clarity on methodology “synthesizes data from reputable…sources,” but this is unclear but is this study a systematic review, literature matrix, a narrative review, or a meta-analysis. 
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“Slow tourism, as a representative alternative to mass tourism (Fullagar, 2012)” may consider including the definition of slow tourism in introduction for better understanding of term used. 
Include the % of tourist arrival for mass vs slow tourism to show issues as the problem statement that support the gaps of years between pre-intra-post pandemic. 
The 2nd paragraph of introduction attempts to contrast traditional tourism research with the emerging perspective of slow tourism; however, the logical flow is occasionally unclear. For instance, the connection between prior studies’ focuses on isolated destination attributes and the holistic nature of tourism experience needs to be articulated more explicitly.

The statement asserts that the traditional perspective is “applicable to slow tourism,” but based on the context, it seems the intention is to argue the opposite that traditional views are inadequate for capturing the slow tourism experience. This appears contradictory and requires clarification. If the meaning is that slow tourism requires a holistic perspective, then rephrasing is necessary to avoid confusion.
