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	There are more references related to this problem and approach like Reinforcement Learning. Probably you should try that.
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	While the approach is good and well-suited it’s nice to Regularized linear models (Ridge/Lasso/Elastic Net) keep a linear form but reduce overfitting and handle correlated inputs (common when floors are highly correlated).
Also, Random Forest and gradient-boosted trees (XGBoost/GB) typically outperform MLR when relationships are nonlinear and interactions matter (temperature to humidity to occupancy proxy). Must try and experiment more.
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
