Minor improvements in methodological clarity and consistency in terminology would enhance scientific rigor.

	The references are generally adequate and include both classical and recent studies relevant to fisheries exports. However, the authors may consider incorporating a few more recent international trade and seafood export studies (post-2022) to strengthen the global relevance of the discussion. 	The language is understandable but requires moderate editing for grammar, sentence structure, and repetition. Several sections are overly verbose and could be condensed. Professional language editing is recommended before publication.
