	1. The study relies on only 50 households. As noted by the authors, this limited sample size restricts the ability to generalize findings to the entire Giri community or other peri-urban settlements in Abuja. 

2. The prevalence of diseases like cholera, dysentery, and typhoid was partially determined through respondent illness history. This introduces recall bias and the potential for participants to misidentify symptoms, which may skew the reported disease frequencies.
3. Temporal and Seasonal Constraints: Data collection occurred between July and September 2025. In Nigeria’s tropical savanna climate, this period falls within the rainy season, which is associated with increased flooding and runoff that can spike fecal contamination. The study lacks a comparative analysis with the dry season, meaning it may only reflect peak contamination levels rather than year-round conditions.
4. Typically, children are the subjects of the health assessment, while adults provide the survey responses; the text should more clearly distinguish between the respondent and the household members being described.
5. The authors' discussion regarding anthropogenic factors such as the proximity of pit latrines to boreholes and improper waste disposal is supported by broader literature on Nigerian groundwater. However, the research would be strengthened by a more detailed spatial analysis mapping the distance between identified contamination sources (like latrines or abattoirs) and the sampled water points.
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
