· Clearer transitions between subsections

· Avoidance of repeated production statistics

	The language is generally understandable, but requires careful revision.

Major issues include:

· Grammatical errors e.g (semi-permanent → remove opening parenthesis
· Incorrect verb usage (e.g., were instead of are)

· Improper pluralization and article usage
· Inconsistent terminology (e.g., banana peel vs banana peels)

· Poor punctuation in some citations e.g Madhura 2019 instead of Madhura, 2019
·  Informal phrasing in some sections

· Repetition of ideas 

· Apostrophe misuse: banana biomass’s instead of banana biomass
