With reference to your mail, I have gone to the revised file. The authors have carried out the corrections suggested by the reviewer and also given justifications for the same. Hence, the manuscript can be accepted for publication after carrying out the following suggestions with MINOR REVISION and it does not require further review. 
 
Suggestion for authors
 
1. The use of abbreviations in the title may distract readers who wish to quickly skim through several publications before deciding to read one in full. It may therefore help to write out terms fully in the title (For example, ROS).
 
2. Check the abbreviations throughout the manuscript and introduce the abbreviation when the full word appears the first time in the abstract and the remaining for the text and then use only the abbreviation (For example, reactive oxygen species (ROS), etc.,).
 
3. The version of the software used for statistical investigation (GraphPad software) in the present investigation should be given under the heading “Statistical analysis”.
 
4. As the reviewer suggested, the number of references is more (seems as review), hence, the irrelevant references may be removed.
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
