	Authors’ response to editor’s comments

	1. The paper has issues with its methodological presentation. Although it states that SmartPLS-SEM was used, the specific structural equation model (SEM) constructed is not visually presented, leaving the relationships among variables unclear to the reader. It is crucial to explicitly illustrate these relationships, for instance, by including a diagram or even a screenshot of the SEM from SmartPLS-SEM.

2. Furthermore, while the paper mentions variables such as PDK1-4 for Postpartum Depression Knowledge (PDK) and HSB1-4 for Help-Seeking Behaviour (HSB), their specific meanings or operational definitions are not provided in the text. This absence makes it impossible for the reader to fully understand these measures.
	1. Thank you for this valuable observation. In response to the comment, the methodological section of the manuscript has been revised to improve clarity regarding the structural relationships examined in the study. Specifically, a visual representation of the Structural Equation Model (SEM) has now been included as Figure 1, generated from the SmartPLS-SEM output. The diagram illustrates the hypothesised relationships between the independent variables (interpersonal information sources, electronic media, and print media), the mediating construct (postpartum depression knowledge), and the outcome variable (help-seeking behaviour). The model further clarifies how different communication channels influence women’s knowledge of postpartum depression and how such knowledge subsequently shapes behavioural intention to seek professional assistance.

The inclusion of the SEM diagram enhances the transparency of the analytical framework and allows readers to clearly understand the structural relationships tested in the study.

2. Thank you for highlighting this important issue. To improve the transparency and interpretability of the measurement model, the manuscript has been revised to include the operational definitions of the measurement indicators used in the study.

Specifically, the constructs Postpartum Depression Knowledge (PDK) and Help-Seeking Behaviour (HSB) are measured using four indicators each (PDK1–PDK4 and HSB1–HSB4). A new subsection has been added to the methodology section explaining the conceptual meaning of each indicator and how it reflects the underlying construct. The provision of these definitions ensures that readers can clearly understand how the latent constructs were operationalised in the questionnaire and how they relate to maternal mental health awareness and behavioural intentions within the study context.
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
