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	The manuscript addresses the important and timely issue of the impact of institutional Agricultural Market Intelligence (AMI) on farm income through price forecasting and digital advisory systems. In the context of increasing price volatility and information asymmetry in developing countries, empirical assessments of the effectiveness of such solutions are still relatively scarce.

The authors combine the validation of price forecasts with an analysis of the adoption of recommendations and a comparison of the economic performance of farmers who do and do not follow AMIC recommendations. As a result, the study makes a valuable empirical contribution to the literature on market-oriented advisory services and the digital transformation of agriculture. The results have significant practical value for public policymakers, agricultural advisory practitioners, and researchers interested in agricultural income stabilization and food system resilience.
The work is logically structured and conceptually coherent: the authors consistently link price volatility, institutional forecasting, information distribution, adoption behavior, and income effects. The use of primary data enhances the empirical value of the article.
The list of sources has been expanded and includes several items from 2023–2025. However, regional literature and journals with limited international reach still dominate.

To strengthen the academic position of the work, it is recommended to include more publications from leading journals in the fields of:

· information economics in agriculture,

· digital advisory services,

· technology adoption,

· market efficiency.

The current literature base is functional, but does not sufficiently embed the study in the global research trend.
The article makes a valuable empirical contribution to research on the institutional intelligence of agricultural markets and its impact on farmers' incomes.
