	The study provides valuable insight into neglected population. The main limitation is the small sample size that is predominantly males. The methodology needs more clarification, The general group is mentioned in the Methodology but not in the results. This issue appears again in the table #3 and #4 where only data for homeless group are showing, despite the table’s titles suggesting a comparison. Clarification is needed if a control (general population) was used or not. The phrase “Being homeless is not a statistically significant factor in the development of TMD” is not supported by the presented results. A more correlational or associative wording would be more appropriate. For the statistical analysis: The exact p-value, effect size or confidence intervals are not reported and although regression analyses are mentioned in the
