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	This manuscript is important because it addresses the association of Helicobacter organisms with peptic ulcers, gastric neoplasia, and gastritis. Humans maintain close relationships with companion animals and share many zoonotic diseases, including infections transmitted from animals—such as dogs—to humans through direct contact. Limited information is available regarding differences in pathogenicity among strains within the same Helicobacter species. Further studies are required to investigate chronic and secondary gastritis and to exclude the possibility of mixed or secondary Helicobacter infections. 
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
