	The clinical and radiographic evaluation of positive profile end-threaded intramedullary (IM) pins and interlocking intramedullary nails (ILN) for the treatment of diaphyseal long bone fractures in dogs is an interesting study. It is well known that normal or conventional IM pin may not be sufficient to counteract all the forces like rotational and axial force. As a result, there may be chance of implant failure, especially if the size of the pin is inappropriate. In addition, pin migration is a common problem with conventional IM pin. From this observation, it is clear that both the implants may provide a suitable option for diaphyseal fractures of long bone in dogs; nevertheless, interlocking intramedullary nailing offers superior mechanical stability, earlier return to limb function, reduced callus formation, and faster radiographic union. This observation will help Veterinary Surgeons for better fracture management of long bones in dogs.
