· Several grammatical and language issues are present throughout the manuscript. Careful English editing and proofreading are recommended to improve clarity and readability.

· The methodology section should be described more clearly, particularly regarding data selection, inclusion criteria, and statistical analysis procedures.

· Some parts of the results and discussion sections contain repetitive explanations. These sections could be condensed to improve the overall flow of the manuscript.

· Tables and graphs should be checked to ensure that all captions, numbering, and references in the text are clear and consistent.

· Section numbering appears inconsistent in some places, and this should be corrected to maintain a logical structure.

· The reference list should be carefully revised to ensure consistent formatting and compliance with the journal’s citation style.

· The conclusion section could be strengthened by more clearly summarizing the key findings and emphasizing practical implications for tuberculosis control and future research.
