	The study is generally scientifically sound and the methodology are appropriate. However, it requires minor improvement. 
Here are my recommendations:

Introduction: The background section identifies the problem by highlighting the global consequences of micronutrient deficiencies. However, the problem is primarily presented through global statistics and general information, with limited

emphasis on the local context specific to Sierria Leone. 

Methodology: The methodology section is generally presented in a clear and systematic manner; the research design, sampling strategy, data collection instrument, and analysis methods are described in detail.
 Result and discussion: the results are statistically comprehensive though presenting them on a table will improve clarity and accessibility. While discussion appropriately compares the findings to existing literature.
Conclusion: A conclusion structured with brief and clear messages directly linked to the findings would have been more effective. Nevertheless, it can be

considered a functional section in terms of capturing the essence of the study.
