	This study comprises just a small number of grammatical mistakes, faulty punctuation (improper or no punctuation at all). If the author fixes it, it will result in an exceptionally comprehensive article.
	

	Optional/General comments


	To improve the authenticity of this study, a dedicated table for demographic characteristics should have been included. Factors such as geographic location, altitude, season (in which season the study being conducted), BMI, blood group, family history of similar disease and dietary habit of the individual were not mentioned. Since these variables are known to influence platelet count and whole blood clotting time, thus including a detailed demographic characteristic table would have significantly enhanced the depth of the study.
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
