2. The manuscript mainly summarizes existing studies without providing deep critical analysis. The authors should compare different Agriculture 5.0 technologies, discuss advantages and limitations, and identify gaps in current research. More analytical discussion and comparison tables should be added.
3. Some references are inconsistent in formatting and style. Authors should follow the journal reference format and ensure all citations are recent, relevant, and properly formatted.
