The article is a useful contribution to the literature of sustainable marine algae bioplastics. It is worth being published after making some changes especially in terms of clarity and possibly discussing experimental limitations to allow wider applicability.

The article successfully demonstrates the biodegradability and antibacterial qualities of bioplastics made of seaweeds. Nonetheless, an additional study on the optimal concentration of nanoparticles and homogenous distribution is advisable to improve further performance.
