	This study examines alcoholism's effects on work-related behaviors at the workplace level in Kerala, India and is therefore relevant to both labor economics and public health issues. Using a comparative approach to examine differences between alcoholics and socioeconomically comparable non-alcoholics, this study quantitatively measures the effects of alcoholism as related to the four identified behaviors. As such, the study contributes to the small body of micro-level empirical studies concerning alcohol use and its impacts in developing countries, and specifically to the very few studies that have examined alcohol use in the Indian workplace.

	The title reflects the core theme but could be improved for clarity and academic tone. The phrase “a Menace to Workplace” is grammatically incomplete and slightly informal for a scholarly journal.

	The Abstract clearly describes the purpose of the research, sample size and primary conclusions of the study. While the Abstract does a good job overall, there are some ways that it could be slightly enhanced. Specifically, the author/s should mention the statistical methodology employed which will provide readers with a sense of how the data were analyzed. Additionally, mentioning what implications the results have for policy or practice will increase the relevance of your study. Lastly, a small amount of duplication in describing work place problems could be removed to enhance the conciseness of the Abstract. Overall, the Abstract is good, however, it could be enhanced for both greater clarity and completeness.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is generally scientifically correct.

	The number of references in the manuscript is sufficient and covers several relevant subjects; however, many of these references were written prior to the time frame when this study was conducted (the last five – seven years). For a paper of an academic nature, it would be advantageous to include more recent studies as they indicate where current research is headed, particularly in an area such as the workplace and alcohol use. Include recent empirical studies concerning how alcohol affects both workplace productivity and employee health outcomes (2018-2024).
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The general readability of this paper's content is good; however, its language would need to be improved in order to effectively communicate scholarly information. This study contains a few small grammatical errors and repetition of certain phrases. Additionally, there were a few terms and headings that needed to be corrected to accurately represent an appropriate scholarly tone.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript deals with an important social issue that has relevance for the workplace regarding alcoholism’s effect on worker performance. The comparative method of alcoholics versus non-alcoholics makes this a well-done study. There is clear presentation of data along with supporting statistical evidence; however, it is felt that the author/s need to discuss the limitations as clearly as they do the results and include more current literature, and improve the overall quality of the writing. With a few revisions and refinements, the author/s can make a real contribution to this area of study.
