	The abstract provides a basic overview of the study by stating the objective, method, study period, and key findings related to crop revenue decomposition in the Northern Hill agro-climatic zone of Madhya Pradesh. It clearly mentions the use of the Logarithmic Mean Divisia Index (LMDI) technique and identifies the main contributing factors to changes in aggregate crop revenue, which helps readers understand the analytical approach of the study. However, the abstract could be improved to make it more comprehensive and aligned with common scientific journal standards.

First, the abstract should briefly mention the data sources and scope of the study, such as the districts covered, the type of agricultural data used, or the institutional sources from which the data were obtained. Including this information would enhance transparency and allow readers to better understand the empirical basis of the analysis. Second, it would be useful to clarify the key results more explicitly, for example by highlighting that yield and price effects were the major contributors to changes in crop revenue and by briefly mentioning the role of specific crops such as paddy and wheat.

In addition, the abstract could include a short policy implication or practical recommendation, such as the importance of improving crop productivity, supporting crop diversification, or strengthening price support mechanisms. This would help demonstrate the relevance of the findings for agricultural policy and rural development. Finally, the abstract may benefit from minor editing to reduce repetition and improve clarity, particularly in the description of decomposition components, so that the key contributions of the study are communicated more concisely.

	The manuscript is generally scientifically sound and applies the Logarithmic Mean Divisia Index (LMDI) method to analyse how area, yield, price, and cropping pattern influence changes in crop revenue in the Northern Hill region of Madhya Pradesh. The methodology and analysis are appropriate for studying agricultural growth dynamics. However, the paper would benefit from clearer description of data sources, variable definitions, and methodological explanations to improve transparency and readability. Overall, the study is scientifically correct, but minor improvements would strengthen its rigor and presentation.

	The references cited in the manuscript are generally relevant and adequate for supporting the study’s methodology and background in agricultural growth and decomposition analysis.
