However, it primarily offers a descriptive overview lacking substantial critical examination. Recommendations include: Enhancing analytical depth beyond basic summarization.
Clearly differentiating between typical physiological adaptations and dyslipidemic abnormalities. Incorporating recent discoveries related to molecular regulators and placental lipid transport processes. Discussing the persistent cardiometabolic implications for mothers following pregnancy.
The fundamental content is dependable, yet integrating additional interpretive elements would significantly improve its quality.

	The references are appropriate and fulfill their purpose effectively. However, incorporating additional publications from the past 3-4 years would enhance the manuscript's currency. The current list is adequate, yet some expansion and updates would be advantageous.
