However, the title could be slightly simplified to improve readability and conciseness.

However, the abstract could be improved by briefly clarifying the data size (e.g., number of observations or years analyzed) and by simplifying some statistical descriptions to enhance readability. In addition, the mention of specific statistical values such as multiple coefficients may be slightly reduced to keep the abstract concise and focused on the main findings and implications. Including a short statement about the practical significance of the results for climate monitoring or urban environmental management would further strengthen the abstract.

	Overall, the manuscript appears to be scientifically sound and the statistical techniques applied in the study such as measures of dispersion, Pearson’s correlation, and linear regression are appropriate for analyzing long-term climatic trends. The methodology is generally consistent with standard statistical practices used in climatological studies. However, some methodological descriptions could be presented more clearly, particularly regarding the data preprocessing steps and the justification for selecting linear regression as the primary modeling approach. In addition, minor clarification of some statistical expressions, formulas, and notation would improve the scientific clarity and reproducibility of the study.

	The references included in the manuscript cover several relevant studies related to climatic trend analysis and temperature variability in India and other regions. The list contains both classical studies and some recent publications, which helps provide a contextual background for the research. However, the reference list could be strengthened by including more recent peer-reviewed articles (especially from the last 5 years) related to statistical climate trend detection, urban climate change, and rainfall variability analysis. In addition, a few references cited in the manuscript appear to be preprints (e.g., arXiv), and it would be preferable to include more published journal articles from established climate or environmental science journals.

	The overall English language quality of the manuscript is understandable and conveys the main ideas of the study. However, several grammatical errors, sentence structure issues, and inconsistencies in terminology are present throughout the manuscript. Some sentences are overly long or awkwardly constructed, which slightly affects readability and clarity. Therefore, the manuscript would benefit from careful language editing and proofreading to improve grammatical accuracy, academic tone, and overall coherence. Professional language editing or revision by a fluent English speaker is recommended before publication.
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
