The fifth line of the first paragraph, “This review critically explores recent advances in ethosome-based nanocarriers for topical antifungal drug delivery, focusing on their structural features, mechanisms of skin permeation, formulation strategies, and therapeutic applications," and the third line of the third paragraph, “This review synthesizes current evidence, identifies key research gaps, and outlines future directions for the rational design and clinical development of ethosome-based antifungal therapies," should be merged together, as both of them indicate the objective of the manuscript, and they should be written next to the introduction part of the abstract. Moreover, the abstract clearly lacks the research methodology used for the literature search.

	The article titled “Recent Advances in Ethosome-Based Nanocarrier Systems for Enhanced Topical Antifungal Drug Delivery: Mechanisms, Formulation Strategies, and Therapeutic Applications” has been assessed, but it requires significant revisions in several crucial areas before it can be considered for publication. 

1. Introduction: The introduction needs to be reorganized to present the main objective of the review clearly. The authors should provide a thorough background that highlights the contextual importance of the study, especially regarding Recent Advances in Ethosome-Based Nanocarrier Systems for Enhanced Topical Antifungal Drug Delivery: Mechanisms, Formulation Strategies, and Therapeutic Applications. 

2. Methodology: It is essential for the authors to outline the research methodology used for the literature search clearly. This should include a flow diagram that depicts the entire search process starting from the initial query. The specific keywords utilized in the search should be listed, along with a detailed account of the number of articles identified and the rationale for including or excluding specific studies according to the PRISMA 2020 flow diagram for systematic review, as the author/s claimed the necessity of systematic review in the third paragraph of the introduction section. 

3. Conclusion: The conclusion section requires substantial improvement to provide a comprehensive analysis of the findings discussed in the review. The authors should engage in a deep discussion about the implications of these findings, especially in relation to current research and existing literature. 

4. References: The reference list in the review article is currently too limited and should be broadened. The authors must ensure that all references are cited correctly in a standardized format, eliminating any in-text citations from subheadings for clarity. Additionally, maintaining a consistent citation style throughout the manuscript is vital, including the incorporation of Digital Object Identifiers (DOIs) when applicable.
