	To make it better, several methodological issues should be clarified:

The dataset is simulated rather than real banking data, which may limit practical applicability.

The extremely high performance values (near 100% accuracy) indicate a possible overfitting problem.

The methodology section should clearly explain: how the simulated data were generated, the probability distributions used, and the assumptions behind the simulation. Some inconsistencies exist in the reported AUC values (e.g., AUC = 1.0 vs AUC = 0.8647).

	They are good, but some references are very old (e.g., 2003); more recent studies (2020–2024) on credit risk modelling using machine learning could strengthen the literature review. Some references appear generic or possibly non-indexed journals; they should be verified.
