	The title is good but not very suitable for this type of review due to a huge load of similar titles, hence its much better to make it more specific to capture the reader’s attention and scientific community. Example, authors should try to focus on something specific ie. “Postbiotics as Emerging Functional Biotics. A focus on their antimicrobial potential” this makes the review more unique and engaging because there are many reviews on postbiotics in very good journals.

	The abstract structure is very good as it follows PRISMA, but the body doesn’t. There is a lot of redundancy in the abstract and non-specificity of information flow, thus making the abstract less informative of the finding from the literature search and study done by the authors. I would suggest authors to limit their abstract to 250-300 words with precis and concise summary of the findings from the literature search and analysis they did. 
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	According to the nature of the manuscript, several changes need to be addressed. Most of these are within the PRISMA framework. The flow of information and the content is good but it need some organisation and critical analysis in the discussion to capture the scientific community’s attention. The pictures and tables are well structured however one of the table misses citations which is a key parameter in most critical and systemic reviews. 
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	For this type of review a minimum of 35 references is preferred, thus the references in this paper are slightly below the average which creates bias, knowledge research gap and reduced credibility. The references are recent (2023-2026) which is within the desired range (5years range) for systemic reviews. 
Authors need to find more research or review articles and follow the PRISMA format to make this manuscript bold and highly reputable. 
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Yes, the manuscript is written in very good English, and since AI and LLM were used for writing, editing and grammar purposes as claimed in their article, the only thing to be addressed the format, embedding the scientific tone and increasing the references.
