	The manuscript provides the effect of garlic on cytotoxicity and levels of ROS and glutathione on three cancer cell lines. However, there are major scientific controversy and technical reliability. The involvement of Nrf2 on the effect of garlic can be inferred from the obtained data but should not be considered as if it was directly measured. Unlike this manuscript, many reports indicate garlic activates Nrf2 and the effect of Nrf2 on cancers is a double sword; thus, there is no need to associate the potential anticancer effect of garlic with Nrf2 inhibition as the obtained data is not stuffiest to claim so.
