	This paper is effective in presenting the practical importance of financial training. The context is well set up in the introduction as it identifies the problems MSMEs face in West Java. The paper has effectively linked statistical data to practical implications and theoretical underpinnings. The only issue is the sample size, which is limited and localized. The authors have identified this as a limitation in their conclusion.
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
