	Areas that needs concerns:


The manuscript lacks an explicit theoretical framework. Although the introduction provides a review of relevant literature, the study is not clearly anchored in established psychological or educational theories, such as cognitive interference theory or achievement emotion frameworks, that could systematically explain the relationship between mathematics anxiety and mental well-being. As currently presented, the study appears primarily descriptive rather than theory driven. The authors are therefore encouraged to incorporate a clear conceptual or theoretical model that explains how mathematics anxiety may influence students’ mental well-being. In addition, the manuscript would benefit from a more precise articulation of the research gap, clearly identifying what remains unexplored in the existing literature and how the present study contributes to addressing that gap.


The study employs a descriptive survey design with purposive sampling drawn from three secondary schools. However, several methodological concerns need to be addressed. The manuscript does not provide a clear justification for the use of purposive sampling, nor does it explain the criteria used in selecting the participating schools. Additionally, there is limited discussion regarding the representativeness of the sample and the extent to which the findings can be generalized beyond the selected institutions. Given that non-probability sampling methods inherently restrict generalizability, the authors should more explicitly acknowledge these limitations and discuss their implications for the interpretation of the results.


Several technical and formatting issues need attention to improve the overall quality of the manuscript. Some references appear incomplete or inconsistently formatted, and at least one cited work on entrepreneurial education seems unrelated to the study’s focus on mathematics anxiety and mental well-being. Additionally, the tables require standardization in formatting to enhance clarity and consistency. Certain statistical terminology should also be revised for accuracy; for example, the phrase “null hypothesis could be accepted” should be replaced with the more appropriate expression “failed to reject the null hypothesis.” Finally, typographical and minor language inconsistencies throughout the manuscript should be carefully reviewed and corrected prior to resubmission.

Strong points:


The manuscript demonstrates several notable strengths. It addresses a relevant and socially significant research topic, particularly in the context of increasing concern about students’ academic anxiety and mental well-being. The study is supported by an adequate sample size (N = 218), which enhances the reliability of the statistical analyses. The use of standardized and previously validated instruments adds methodological rigor to the research design. In addition, the descriptive statistics are presented clearly and systematically, allowing readers to follow the findings with ease. Most importantly, the study reports a strong negative correlation between mathematics anxiety and mental well-being, a finding that carries meaningful educational and psychological implications.
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
