	This manuscript makes a timely and significant contribution to the educational literature by documenting the nuanced challenges and adaptive strategies of social studies teachers in fostering parent-teacher partnerships during the COVID-19 pandemic. By focusing specifically on the Philippine context a setting often underrepresented in global educational discourse the study provides culturally-grounded insights that enrich our understanding of how educators in developing nations navigated the crisis. The application of Bronfenbrenner's Ecological Systems Theory as an analytical lens offers a robust theoretical framework that can guide future research on educational partnerships during disruptions. Furthermore, the study's findings on teacher resilience, boundary-setting, and the evolution of professional identity in times of crisis have practical implications for teacher preparation programs, school administration policies, and emergency education planning worldwide.

	The title is partially suitable but requires revision for clarity and conciseness.
· The current title "Parent-Teacher Partnership During the Pandemic: Challenges, Coping Strategies, and Insights of Social Studies Teachers" is lengthy and somewhat unwieldy

· The phrasing lacks precision regarding the methodological approach

· Does not indicate the geographical context (Philippines, Davao City), which is a significant contribution of the study

· The structure could be more engaging and academically polished

	· Redundancy: The phrase "six 6 in-depth interviews and six 6 collaborative focus group discussions" contains awkward repetition. The numeral and word are redundant.

· Missing Theoretical Framework: Although Bronfenbrenner's Ecological Systems Theory is central to the analysis in the manuscript, it is not mentioned in the abstract.

· Geographical Context Omitted: The abstract does not specify that the study was conducted in Davao City, Philippines, which is important for contextualizing findings.

· Unclear Theme Descriptions: The challenges are described as "parent-centered and teacher-centered" without naming specific themes (e.g., lacking communication, difficulty adjusting, handling workloads).

· Methodological Detail Imbalance: Too much space devoted to describing interview protocols (semi-structured questions, open-ended storytelling) rather than substantive findings.

· Implications Missing: No statement about the significance or implications of the findings for practice or future research.

	The manuscript is scientifically acceptable in concept but requires substantial revision to meet publication standards. The research design is appropriate, the data are rich, and the topic is significant. However, the methodological transparency, analytical depth, and organizational clarity need strengthening. With careful attention to the issues identified above, the manuscript can achieve scientific rigor commensurate with peer-reviewed publication.

	The reference list is extensive (approximately 90 sources) and demonstrates broad engagement with the literature. However, there are issues with recency, relevance, formatting, and omissions.

	The language quality is adequate but requires professional copyediting before publication. The manuscript communicates its ideas effectively but contains numerous stylistic, grammatical, and mechanical issues that detract from scholarly polish.

	This manuscript represents a timely and worthwhile contribution to the growing body of literature examining educational transformations during the COVID-19 pandemic. The focus on social studies teachers in the Philippines addresses an important gap, as much of the existing research has centered on Western contexts or generalized teacher populations without subject-area specificity. The decision to center teachers' voices through qualitative inquiry is appropriate and yields rich, contextualized data that captures the complexity of navigating parent-teacher relationships during unprecedented disruption.

The study's findings particularly the dual categorization of parent-centered and teacher-centered challenges offer a useful framework for understanding the bidirectional nature of partnership barriers. The identification of specific coping mechanisms (self-learning, time management, boundary-setting) and insights (embracing adaptability, fostering compassion) provides practical guidance for teacher preparation and professional development. The application of Bronfenbrenner's Ecological Systems Theory, while needing deeper integration, demonstrates theoretical sophistication and positions the study within established developmental frameworks.
