	The manuscript contributes to the scientific and academic community as it presents a comparative analysis of the instructional design and content organization of Bengali first language at secondary level curriculum in India and Bangladesh. Therefore, it helps the researchers, educators and curriculum developers to understand the structure of language education in the two national contexts where Bengali has an important cultural and educational impact. The study addresses the research gap as it studied the language education of the first language Bengali which has not received much attention in the comparative research, unlike the English language education. This research can further support the future curriculum reform and can facilitate the research and policy collaboration between the policy making bodies in the two countries.

	Overall, the title of the article is appropriate as it makes one clear about the main focus of the study. The focus of the study is on instruction design and content organization of Bengali as mother tongue at the secondary level in India and Bangladesh.

	The abstract of the article is generally clear and shows summary of purpose, method, and major results of the study. The research method is reported in the abstract. The general recommendation of the study is also reported in the abstract, for readers to get an idea of what the paper is about. But a few items could be improved. Indeed, the phrase “content and disorganization” probably is a typo and should be “content and organization”. Finally, the abstract is somewhat long and could be shortened by omitting some repeated words and focus on the merit and the contribution of the study.

	Overall the manuscript is scientifically sound but minor modifications in the description of the methodology, language and references will improve the manuscript. The manuscript is generally coherent, but it needs some improvements in the descriptions of the methodology, language and references.

	Certain citations lack complete details, for example:
“Hoque, E., Hossain, M.A. (2025).” “Is the Effectiveness of English Teaching and Learning Enhanced through Blended...?”
In the para “According to John Dewey, ‘Value means the beliefs or standards that guide human action and determine what is worthwhile in life.”. Here the researcher did not include the year and in the reference section.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is moderately clear and readable. However some grammar and word choice needs to be paid attention. For example, in this sentence, “Therefore, the content and its nature and organization of the Bengali curriculum…”. This could be improved as “Therefore, the nature and organization of the Bengali curriculum content…”.  Capitalization is inconsistent in some of the word form. For example in the sentence, “students’ Reading, Writing, Speaking and Listening skills.” This can be written as “students’ reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills.” In the sentence “India, with much linguistic diversity, regionalism and cultural diversity taken precedence in formulating the Bengali curriculum”. Verb is missing in this sentence.
