The methodology is explained in detail, and the combination of interviews and classroom observations yields insightful qualitative information about language use in educational settings. But there are a few things that could be done better.  i. Although the study claims to be qualitative it regularly displays quantitative percentages without outlining the statistical methodology. Making it clear if the study employs a mixed-method approach would enhance methodological transparency. 
ii. The data presentation analysis and discussion sections could be streamlined as some results are repeated in these sections. 
iii. The analytical depth would be strengthened by a clearer link between the theoretical framework and the interpretation of findings.
iv. The author can mention the criteria of selecting participants and how IRB approval was obtained or approval number must be mentioned for ethical verification.
