However, the language and some opinions that are presented as conclusions to previous arguments are not supported by the evidence provided. For instance, this section, grammatical and syntactical errors aside, and its closure seem inconsistent “Digital literacy and critical thinking are two more useful objectives that are in line with the use of AI in the comprehending poetry. readers who work with AI tools gain the ability to critically assess technological outputs in addition to learning how to interpret literature. According to Rockwell and Sinclair (2016) the nexus of literary analysis and computation fosters a dual literacy that is crucial to modern understanding. There is a critical issue concerning the authorship interpretations, the problem is with the advantages of this integration between AI and literary interpretation there is something very significant which is the authorship interpretation with this technology we need to keep the role of a human understanding and analysis for the literary text and to avoid the over-reliance on the mechanical analysis (Finn, 2022).
