But there are some minor suggestions like: The indigenous terms like: akuko, ifu, ilu, chi etc. should be in either footnotes or endnotes, nowhere in the paper footnotes or end notes can be found, more of mentioning of what is archive textile imageries should be added. What are the selected contemporary artworks needed to be highlighted making the Research objective more apt and precise and clear. Mentioning of linguistic symbols, cosmological concepts and oral traditions of the Igbo society with some prolific examples are required and why it is not embedded to the contemporary visual art works so far? Point no 4 in GAP in Literature needs a little more detail like what is Anglophone West African Art centres? In the Justification of Study: detail information on Visual Anthropology, mapping of semiotic study is required. In software tools please do not use the words in future continuous tense by using will be. Please check the minor grammatical errors, in semiotic motifs and density the mentioning of the percentage near the points are not clear, In the Findings using of words like confirm should not be used , In conclusion: while mentioning of the three intersecting fields theoretically it should be mentioned point wise instead of choosing narrative style, instead of using implications and recommendations switch to further scope and study. Technical alignment of the paper is required, proper indentation, justification and spacing, few art works or pictures can be attached to the article to carry more weightage.
