	It’s a well written piece, still some improvement can be done to make it more comprehensive. In section 3.4 you have dwelled on the topic. Insulin resistance due to chronic exposure to excess calories and resulting hyperinsulinemia are the basic pathophysiology in Obesity and MAFLD/ MASLD. These shall be addressed in more details.  Extra calories from carbohydrates especially highly processed carbs are handled differently metabolically than those derived from proteins and fats, Insulin is the main factor. 

Uric acid derived from fructose, white sugar and fructose corn Syrup being commonest sources, has a documented strong role in modulating inflammation. It deserves more elaboration. It shall be mntioned as an option in secondary prevention on CHD as recently recommended in guidelines. Uric acid is now assigned increasing role in Hypertension and nephropathy. It shall be discussed in relevant section. 

Gut microbiota, ultra processed food deficient in dietary fibre, role of leaky gut are the future targets. Please elaborate on this segment. 

We are always focused on finding drugs for treatment. Low carbohydrate diets are another promising section as reflected in recently issued Dietary Guideline for America 2026 to 2030, the major policy changes shall be discussed on preventive side
