	The manuscript seems to be well-structured and scientifically solid overall. The pathogenic pathways that connect inflammation of adipose tissue to insulin resistance and liver damage are explained in detail by the authors. It is legitimate and supported by the mentioned research to describe molecular pathways such NLRP3 inflammasome activation, JNK signaling, and NF-κB.
However, the manuscript may benefit from:

· Adding a schematic diagram summarizing the adipose tissue–liver inflammatory axis.

· Briefly discussing lifestyle interventions (diet, weight loss, and exercise) as foundational therapies in NAFLD management.

	Indeed, numerous high-impact papers are included in the references, which are generally acceptable and pertinent. For a narrative review, the citation period from 2000 to 2024 is appropriate.

Nonetheless, the authors should think about including a few recent meta-analyses or systematic reviews (2023–2024) on:

NAFLD therapy with pharmaceuticals

Gut microbiota's function in metabolic inflammation

New biomarkers for the diagnosis of NASH

This would improve the coverage of the literature much more.

	The manuscript is written in clear academic English and is generally suitable for scholarly communication. Minor editorial editing may improve readability in a few sections where sentences are slightly long or complex.

	The manuscript is thorough but a little long; it could be easier to read if some sections were condensed.

Readers' comprehension might be improved by include illustrative graphics or tables that summarize therapeutic drugs and processes of action.

A summary table that contrasts the main pharmacologic treatments (SGLT2 inhibitors, GLP-1 RAs, dual incretin agonists, and new medications) might be helpful.
