	Overall, the manuscript is scientifically sound and presents accurate descriptions of cybersecurity threats, healthcare digital infrastructure, and the potential impact of cyber incidents on patient safety and healthcare operations. The discussion of ransomware attacks, data breaches, phishing, insider threats, and vulnerabilities associated with connected medical devices reflects current concerns in the healthcare cybersecurity literature.

Nevertheless, the manuscript would benefit from the addition of a short section describing the methodology used to identify and select the literature included in this narrative review. Including such methodological clarification would strengthen the transparency and academic rigor of the review.

In addition, certain sections of the manuscript are largely descriptive and could be improved by incorporating more analytical discussion or synthesis of the literature.

	The manuscript cites a considerable number of recent sources, many of which were published within the past five years. This indicates that the author has attempted to incorporate contemporary literature related to digital health technologies and cybersecurity threats.

However, some references appear to originate from relatively low-impact or less widely recognized journals. The manuscript may be strengthened by including additional references from highly established journals in digital health, cybersecurity, and patient safety research.

3. Expanding the discussion section to include deeper analytical synthesis of the literature rather than primarily descriptive summaries.

With these improvements, the manuscript could make a meaningful contribution to the literature on digital health security and patient safety.
