	This manuscript makes a meaningful contribution by highlighting community-level awareness of cognitive decline and dementia in a Nigerian population, an area that has received relatively little empirical attention. Its importance lies in showing not only the level of public knowledge, but also the persistence of misconceptions related to symptoms, prevention, and management, which are highly relevant to early detection and timely care. Such evidence is useful for informing policy, public health education, and future intervention studies in similar African and other low- and middle-income settings. In this respect, the study helps bridge an important knowledge gap between global dementia priorities and local community realities.

	The title is appropriate in terms of subject matter, because it captures the main variables explored in the manuscript, namely awareness, cognitive decline, dementia, prevention, and management within the Ogbomosho population. Nevertheless, the current wording is cumbersome and could be refined for better flow, precision, and scholarly presentation. In particular, phrases such as “Awareness of the Adults” and “among the aged” would benefit from revision. Suggested alternative title: ‘Community Awareness of Cognitive Decline and Dementia in Selected Areas of Ogbomosho: Implications for Prevention and Management’.

	The abstract is generally informative, but it is not yet fully polished in terms of clarity, conciseness, and balance. It successfully conveys the topic, purpose, sample size, instrument, and major findings, but it reads more like a condensed summary of sections from the paper than a focused scientific abstract. would recommend adding a brief statement of the study design, location, and sampling approach, while shortening the extended presentation of the objectives and recommendations. In particular, the abstract should emphasize the most important numerical findings and the principal conclusion, rather than including several action-oriented recommendations in detail. A more concise and structured abstract would make the manuscript stronger and more suitable for academic publication.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is partly scientifically correct, but it still requires notable revision to meet a stronger scholarly standard. The topic is important, the design is broadly appropriate, and the descriptive results are relevant to the stated objectives. Nevertheless, the paper contains internal inconsistencies between the stated methodology and the reported findings, particularly in relation to sample selection, the use and validation of the self-structured questionnaire, and the mention of hypothesis testing without sufficiently presenting the corresponding statistical results. For this reason, would recommend accepting the scientific basis of the work in principle, while requesting major revision to improve methodological accuracy, internal consistency, and analytical transparency.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are relevant but not yet fully sufficient for a manuscript of this nature. While the author has cited several useful studies, the bibliography requires improvement in up-to-dateness, completeness, and editorial accuracy. In particular, more recent authoritative references should be included to support statements on global dementia burden, modifiable risk factors, awareness, and contemporary approaches to prevention and management. In addition, the duplicate reference entry and the apparent mismatch between some in-text citations and the final reference list should be corrected before publication.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript addresses an important topic, but the language quality is not yet adequate for scholarly communication in its current form. There are numerous issues related to grammar, syntax, punctuation, article use, subject–verb agreement, and repetition, and these reduce the overall clarity and professionalism of the paper. In addition, the methods section shows inconsistent use of tense, with some parts written as if the study is still being planned rather than already completed. Careful line-by-line language revision by a proficient academic editor or native English speaker is recommended before the manuscript can be considered for publication.

	The topic is meaningful and the study may contribute useful community-level data, but the manuscript still requires important corrections in scientific presentation, English expression, structure of the abstract, and editorial consistency. With careful and thorough revision, it may become suitable for publication.
