	The abstract of the article is generally clear and structured, as it presents the background, aim, methodology, key findings, and recommendations of the study. It effectively highlights the importance of awareness of cognitive decline and dementia and provides quantitative results that help readers understand the main outcomes of the research. Therefore, overall, the abstract can be considered comprehensive and informative.

However, a few improvements could strengthen it further. First, the aim of the study could be expressed more concisely, avoiding repetition of the phrase “adults in selected areas of Ogbomosho.” Second, the methodology section could briefly mention the study design (descriptive cross-sectional survey) to make the research approach clearer to readers. Third, the statistical test (Chi-square test) might not need to be described in detail in the abstract; it could be simplified to state that inferential statistics were used to test the hypotheses. Additionally, the abstract could briefly include one concluding sentence summarizing the overall implication of the findings, such as the need for targeted public health education or community interventions.

Finally, some minor wording adjustments could improve readability and flow, but no major content needs to be deleted, as the abstract already covers the essential elements of the study. Overall, only small refinements for clarity, conciseness, and structure are recommended.

	Yes, the manuscript is generally scientifically appropriate and well-structured. The study clearly presents its objectives, uses a suitable descriptive cross-sectional design, and applies statistical analysis to interpret the collected data. The results are presented clearly in tables and discussed in relation to previous research, which supports the scientific value of the study.

However, some minor improvements could strengthen the manuscript. The methodology section could provide more details about the reliability and validity of the questionnaire, and the limitations of the purposive sampling technique should be acknowledged. Overall, the manuscript is scientifically correct but would benefit from small methodological clarifications
