	This manuscript addresses a real and pressing food safety concern that is often overlooked in low-resource urban settings. Street vending of sliced fruits is widespread across African cities, yet the microbial risks associated with it remain not properly documented at the local level. By identifying specific critical control points in the fruit preparation chain and linking poor hygiene practices directly to bacterial contamination, this study gives the scientific community concrete, field-based evidence to work with. It also adds to the growing body of literature on ready-to-eat street foods in sub-Saharan Africa, where data of this kind is still scarce. For public health researchers, food safety regulators, and policy makers in Cameroon and beyond, findings like these are exactly the kind of ground-level evidence needed to design practical interventions and inform hygiene education programmes targeted at street vendors.
	

	Is the title of the article suitable?

	First, "critical control point" is singular, yet the study identifies multiple control points, so it should read "critical control points" (plural). Second, the title is fairly not clear and does not tell the reader what type of contamination is being discussed, nor which fruits are involved. A reader scanning a journal index would not immediately know this study is about bacterial contamination of papaya and pineapple specifically.
A more informative and precise alternative could be:
"Bacterial contamination of street-vended sliced papaya and pineapple in Douala V, Cameroon: critical control points, hygiene practices and associated risk factors"
