This research is particularly important for hydrocarbon exploration and exploitation efforts in the Anambra Basin, as a better understanding of its structural architecture can significantly improve the effectiveness of these activities. Furthermore, the findings shed light on the post-Santonian tectonic events that shaped the Benue Trough and the Anambra Basin, offering crucial data for regional geological models.

However, without access to the raw field data or more detailed analytical methods, a definitive statement on absolute correctness is challenging. The conclusions drawn are well-supported by the observations and discussions within the manuscript.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references provided are generally sufficient for the scope of the study, covering key foundational works on the Anambra Basin and Benue Trough geology. However, many of the references are quite old, with several dating back to the 1970s and 1980s, and some from the early 2000s. While these older references are foundational, the recency of the literature could be improved. For example, out of 14 references, only two are from the last decade (Nwajide, 2013; Ezeh & Okoro, 2017; Okoro et al., 2020). The paper cites Obi & Okogbue (2003) twice. It would be beneficial to include more recent studies (post-2010) on the structural geology and hydrocarbon potential of the Anambra Basin or similar rift basins to demonstrate awareness of the latest research and advancements in the field. Specific suggestions for additional references would require a more targeted search based on the detailed findings of the manuscript.
