	This work makes a significant and timely contribution to the fields of public health and spatial epidemiology, particularly with regard to the neglected tropical disease snakebite envenomation. A robust and creative framework for detecting high-risk regions and environmental factors is provided by combining ecological niche modelling (MaxEnt) with spatial autocorrelation approaches. By connecting environmental factors with real health facility data rather than depending only on species distribution, the study fills a major gap and is methodologically sound. The results have significant ramifications for focused interventions, the allocation of resources, and the creation of policies in areas where snakebite is common. To meet publication requirements, the article must be improved in terms of clarity, grammar, methodological transparency, and organization. It has a high chance of being accepted after changes.
