	The title is generally suitable, but the term “technological packages” is too broad and not very precise scientifically. Since the study mainly focuses on fertilization and management practices, the title could be more specific.

Suggested alternative:

	The abstract is clear and structured properly. However, it would be stronger if it included some key numerical results (for example, how much yield increased in fertilized plots compared to control). Also, the term “technological packages” should be briefly defined in the abstract. The background information can be slightly reduced to give more emphasis to the main findings.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Overall, the manuscript is scientifically sound. The experimental design and statistical analysis (ANOVA and correlation) are appropriate for the objectives. However, some clarifications are needed regarding the definition of technological packages, the experimental unit used in the analysis, and whether yield refers to fresh cherries or green coffee. Clarifying these points will improve scientific transparency.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are relevant, especially for the local and regional context. However, many of them are relatively old. It would improve the manuscript to include more recent international publications (last 5–10 years) on coffee fertilization, nutrient management, and yield stability under tropical conditions.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript is understandable and communicates the main ideas clearly. However, some grammatical corrections and minor language editing are needed to improve flow and consistency. A careful language revision would enhance the overall quality.
