	The manuscript entitled “Antimicrobial Efficacy of Crude Extracts from Poppy (Papaver somniferum) and Fennel (Foeniculum vulgare) Against Bacteria Isolated from Spoiled Fruits and Human Pathogen” addresses an interesting and relevant topic related to the use of plant-derived compounds as natural antimicrobial agents. Considering the growing concern about microbial resistance and food spoilage, exploring the antibacterial potential of medicinal plant extracts for food preservation and healthcare applications is valuable.

Overall, the study is clearly structured and the experimental approach using the disc diffusion method provides preliminary insight into the antimicrobial properties of the tested plant extracts. The results indicate that the ethanolic extracts of Papaver somniferum and Foeniculum vulgare seeds exhibit inhibitory effects against several bacterial strains, including Streptococcus mutans and Bacillus cereus, suggesting their potential as natural antimicrobial agents. However, several minor issues should be addressed to improve the clarity and scientific quality of the manuscript:

  Comment 1: Language and Grammar: The manuscript contains several grammatical and typographical errors (e.g., “n recent years”, “Ins ancient texts”). Careful proofreading and language editing are recommended.

Comment 2: Scientific Formatting: The scientific names Papaver somniferum and Foeniculum vulgare should be italicized consistently throughout the manuscript.

Comment 3: Results Presentation: The inhibition zone data should preferably be presented as mean values with standard deviation, and the number of experimental replicates should be indicated.

Comment 4: Table and Figure Clarity: Table 1 and Figures (Fig. 1–7) should be clearly labeled with descriptive captions and units (mm for inhibition zones).

Comment 5: Discussion Improvement: The discussion could be slightly strengthened by including more comparisons with previous studies on the antimicrobial activity of poppy and fennel seed extracts.

Comment 6: Conclusion Section: The conclusion should briefly summarize the key findings and avoid overly speculative statements regarding mechanisms unless supported by experimental evidence.

After addressing these minor revisions, the manuscript would be suitable for publication.
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
